A. SIGHIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

This summary of significant accounting policies of the Ohio Youth Soccer Association Morth, Inc. (the
“Cyrganization”), a non-profit organization, is presented to assist in understanding the Crgamzation's
financial statements. The financial statements and notes are representations of the Organization's
management who is responsible for their integrity and objectivity.

Mature of the Organization - The Ohio Youth Soccer Association Morth, Inc. is a non-profit corporation
which is dedicated to promoting and maintaining the sport of soccer for youths nineteen years of age and
younger. The primary sources of revenues for the Organization are from membership dues and program
service revenues (fees charged for senvices rendered).

Basis of Presentation - The financial statements of the Organization have been prepared on the modified
cash basis of accounting, which 1= a comprehensive basis of accounting other than generally accepted
acocounting principles. That basis differs from generally accepted accounting principles primarily becauss
the Organization has not recorded non-cash donations and has not included fair market value disclosures.

Lise of Estimates - Management uses estimates and assumptions in preparing financial statements. Those
estimates and assumptions affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, the disclosure of
contingent assets and liabilities, and the reported revenues and expenses. Actual results could differ from
those estimates.

Tax Status - Under a determination letter dated July 30, 1997, the Intermal Revenus Service (“IRS™)
granted the Organization a non-profit status, limiting its liability for the payment of federal income taxes
to tawes on unrelated business income. There was no income subject to taxes for the year ended
August 31, 2015.

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America reguire management to
evaluate tax positions taken by the Organization and recognize a tax liability if the Organization has
taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would be sustained upon examination by the IRS.
Management has analyzed the tax positions taken by the Organization and has concluded that as of
August 31, 2015, there are no uncertain positions taken, or expected to be taken, that would reguire
recognition of a liability or disclosure in the financial statements. The Organization is subject to
routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; however, there are currently no audits for any tax periods in
progress. The tax years ended August 31, 2012, 2013, 2014, and 2015 are open for audit as of the
report date.

Cash and Cash Equivalents - For purposes of the statement of cash flows, the Organization considers
all highly liguid investments available for current use with an initial maturity of three months or less to
be cash eguivalents.

Investments - Investments consist of certificates of deposit and mutual funds, which are carried at fair
market value. Investments alsa include an investment in Soccer Travel, LLC, which is carried at tax
value. See MNote | for details.

Accounts Receivable, Other - The Organization provides an allowance for doubtful accounts equal to
the estimated uncollectible amount. At August 31, 2015, the allowance for doubtful accounts totaled
515,000. The Organization's estimate is based on historical collection experience and a review of the
current status of accounts receivable. It is reasonably possible that the Organization's estimate of the
allowance for doubtful accounts will change.

Property and Equipment - Property and eguipment is recorded at cost and is depreciated over its
estimated useful life, which varies from three to ten years, on a straight-line basis. Major additions and
significant improvements that extend the useful lives of assets are capitalized; minor items,
maintenance, and repairs are expensed as incurred.

Deferred Revenue - Advance payments received from participants for future events are deferred and
recognized during the period in which the events take place.

Designation of Unrestricted Net Assets - It is the policy of the Board of Trustees of the Organization to
review its plans for future field developments and to designate appropriate sums to ensure adequate
financing for such developments.

Revenue Recognition - The Organization recognizes revenue on membership dues and program services
over the periods in which services are performed. Amounts collected before services are performed are
included in deferred revenue.  Although the Organization is a gqualified charitable organization, public
support contributions are nominal and the Organization does little in the area of public fund raising.

Advertising - The Organization expenses advertising costs as incurred.

Subsequent Events - The Organization has evaluated subseguent events through October 12, 20153, the
date that the Organization’s annual financial statements were available to be issued.

B. CONCENTRATION OF CREDIT RISK

Financial instruments that potentially subject the Organization to concentrations of credit risk consist
principally of cash balances with financial institutions. The Organization deposits the majority of its
cash in bank accounts with commercial banks. From time to time, the cash balances in the accounts
exceed the Federal Deposit Insured Corporation (FDIC) limitations of 5250,000. To date, the
Organization has not experienced any losses in such accounts and believes it is not exposed to any
significant credit rsk on its cash.

The Organization leases a copier under a noncancelable lease. The lease calls for monthly payments of

G. MOM-CASH DOHATIONS

The Organization receives donated equipment, apparel, supplies, and services from various contributors.
Az explained in Mote A, under the modified cash basis of accounting, the Organization does not recognize
the values of non-cash donations in the statement of revenues, expenses and net assets - modified cash
basis. The wvalue of the non-cash donations received during the year ended August 31, 2015 was
approximately $1,000.

H. CONTIMGEMCIES

Certain conditions may exist as of the date the financial statements are issued, which may result in a
loss to the Organization, but which will only be resolved when one or more future events occur or fail
to occur. The Organization's management and its legal counsel assess such contingent liabilities, and
such assessment inherently involves an exercise of judgment. In assessing loss contingencies related to
legal procesdings that are pending against the Organization or unasserted claims that may result in
such proceedings, the Organization's legal counsel evaluates the perceived merits of any legal
proceedings or unasserted claims as well as the perceived merits of the amount of relief sought or
expected to be sought therein.

If the assessment of a contingency indicates that it is probable that a material loss has been incurred
and the amount of the liability can be estimated, then the estimated liability would be accrued in the
Organization’s financial statements. If the assessment indicates that a potentially materal loss
contingency is not probable, but is reasonably possible, or is probable but cannot be estimated, then
the nature of the contingency, together with an estimate of the range of possible loss if determinable
and material, would be disclosed.

Loss contingencies considered remote are generally not disclosed unless they involve guarantees, in
which case the nature of the guarantee would be disclosed.
